Knit-Inn Schedule and Fees

The schedule for the weekend is quite flexible
and includes free time for exploring the area and local shops!!

Knitters are welcome to spend the entire
weekend or part of the weekend at the inn or
to just come for a day. All Kknitters are
welcome — from beginners who have never
picked wup Kknitting needles before to
experienced knitters. The goal of the weekend
is to enjoy knitting and the company of fellow
knitters in a beautiful setting on the coast of
Maine.

Thursday: Informal gathering from 7-9 pm. Meet Wendy and Kathy (the knitting weekend
organizers & knitting instructors), Anne & Dick (the innkeepers) and the other knitters.
